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CLUB REPRESENTATIVE DUTIES

L “Club” refers to your own automobile hobby club and that you attend it’s executive or regular
meetings.

2. Attend 3 or 4 SVAA meetings (usually at Swap Meets@ pre-announced location.)

3. Provide a calendar of events from your club so that we can co-ordinate dates for events and to
resolve to the best of our ability any conflicts.

4. Provide promotional info for your events.

5. Deliver to your club, a written or verbal report about the SVAA meetings or even read the minutes
to your club at their regular meeting.

6. Identify or notify this association of any events or government legislation that may affect all of us.

7. Voting — each member club shall have the right to have two designated voting representatives at
any general meeting, each designated member representative is entitled to one vote each time a
vote is held.

8. Length of term should be for two years.
